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State law prohibits leasing where oysters grow naturally. But those restrictions are based on
century-old surveys, when oysters were much more abundant, so much of the bay is off-limits.
Leasing also is completely banned in a handful of counties.

The initiative comes as Maryland, Virginia and the federal government weigh how to go about
restoring the bay's disease-depleted oyster stocks as well as
